About the book: Saban and the Ancient is a genre-crossing novel that is primarily action/adventure, but with many other thematic elements.  The reader will find sci-fi, fantasy, espionage, romance and paranormal elements, woven together with a fair amount of sarcasm and no small amount of tension.  Hopefully, the book will be enjoyable by anyone from 13 to 113.

Brief synopsis: Saban Smith is a quiet and self-admittedly “non-descript” young man who would like nothing more than to spend every day in the library.  He has no desire to draw attention to himself, and in fact, is “talented” in drawing attention away from himself.  By contrast, one of his best friends, Margo Weissmann, is a leader wherever she goes, both academically and athletically.

But Saban has some kind of history with a young lady named Fax.  She belongs to a group of covert operatives called the Ancient, and no one is more surprised than him to see them paratrooping onto his nearly deserted campus with weapons armed and firing.

Thus begins the story, as Saban (and now Margo) must unravel games with games and plots within plots, attempting to discern what their own parts will be in this grand scheme that has overtaken their lives.  And someone knows much more than they are saying.  Is it one of the strawberry blond twins, Fax or Franklin?  Is it the man-mountain called Demo or the mysterious and combative woman named Spar?
